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 Thedevelopment of an authentic children’s and
youth literature in Puerto Rico is a twentieth
century achievement.

« However, by the end of the nineteenth century, an
oral and written children’s literature gradually
begun to emerge.

» Thesefervent patrigtic writers devoted some of
tfgelghbest work to Hispanic American children and
youth.

» A short period of time, was given to prepare new
textbooks and was this writer who worked the
miracle of doing so.

Gonzalez, Herminia Acevedo and Manuela
Dalmau, continued this educational task.

» During many years, most children’s
books were published by the

Department of Education of
Puerto Rico.

» Topquality children’s books have

already been produced and continue
to be producing.
