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4.  In a second E-CIP TOC project, using programming by three BEAT team members, BEAT creates a
web-based TOC for virtually 100% of all E-CIP records that contain TOC data. This data is created
programmatically and a hot-link in the TOC to and from the underlying record in the LC Catalog is made
for every item. The programs (recently modified) now handle most diacritical marks, and also enrich the
TOC web display with the LC subject headings that were applied by cataloging staff. As of May 2005
approximately 54,000 Electronic CIPs (E-CIP) TOC records had been added to the Web server.
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
