ÂGenerally, many facilities in the childrenôs 
and school library services in Turkey are 
old, outïofïdate, poorly maintained, 
uncomfortable. These problems and some 
needs have been great opportunity to 
positively affect childrenôs point of view to 
ensure that they enhance design of 
libraries, while providing safe, healthy, and 
comfortable children and/or school library 
services.
