· Recommendation needs to be forwarded to IFLA that we recommend that a particular organization in a particular city to host the 12th ICML
· Initially held every 5 years 
· Changed to every 4 years
· Two competitive bids for Brisbane meeting - Qatar and Brisbane – Brisbane was selected

· Both came to present at the meeting in Buenos Aires and pitched 
· Decision at time was based  on what resources in the country or city could be brought to bear to host the meeting
· Australia and the University represented strong support
· Brisbane approached MLA to co-host
· MLA board agreed to do
· Send to IFLA website
· Interest from China – informally suggested they would be willing to host meeting
· Beijing and Taiwan
· Taiwan cannot politically host meeting because of issue with mainland China
· Met with Heather at MLA
